• They would contribute to racial, ethnic, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, or differently-abled diversity at the UCB 
Training Center 

• They exhibit a genuine interest in comedy and improv performance, even if they have no pervious experience (That’s ok! 
Really!) 

• They work well in groups 
• They are a generally interesting person who will help make UCB a more awesome place.
